· The Convention Alert broadcast email was sent to the entire NSNA membership in December. The purpose of the Convention Alert is to promote the NSNA annual convention and constituency status.
· The membership was encouraged to contact their state association for information about state activities by going to the NSNA Links web page.

· A report of NSNA members in all schools as of 12/23/09 was posted on the Membership web page.  This report will be updated on a monthly basis. Have a look to see which schools in your state would be eligible for constituency status.
· In March, schools will be notified of the potential number of delegates they will be entitled to upon submission of the official constituency application on site.  State presidents will also receive state delegate information. Spread the word that NSNA House of Delegates info is already posted on the web site.
Note the constituency application procedure:
Schools become NSNA constituents when they submit the Official Application for NSNA Constituency Status (the "Application") and membership data verifies a minimum of 10 NSNA members at the school on a date 8 weeks prior to the first meeting of the annual House of Delegates. For 2010 that date is February 10, 2010.
States become NSNA constituents when they submit the Application with the current state bylaws and membership data verify that at least two schools in the state have NSNA constituency (except in Alaska and Guam where only one school currently exists).

Schools or states unable to hand-carry the application to convention have 10 working days after the close of the House of Delegates to submit their application (postmarked by April 30, 2010).
