The following shall be invited to participate in the NSNA Council of State Presidents: presidents-elect of the state student nurses' association, members of the association staff and consultants.

Members of the NSNA, including state officers not specifically listed in 1 and 2 above, shall be admitted as observers to the NSNA Council of State Presidents.

CHECK LIST for COSP
Bring copies of a completed Sharing of Accomplishment form to distribute to the state presidents.  
Each state president should bring 75 copies of the completed Sharing of Accomplishment forms to COSP.
Bring items for the White Elephant Gift Exchange.

What, you may ask, is a White Elephant Gift Exchange? A White Elephant Gift Exchange is an activity where you bring a gift item (e.g. bumper sticker, pin, figurine, etc.) that is representative of your state and exchange it with someone else. These items should be gift wrapped and limited to $5 to $10 in value. Bring something and participate in the fun.

CHECK LIST CONSTITUENCY REQUIREMENTS

Requirements for NSNA constituency status must be met annually. Only official state associations may seat delegates in the House of Delegates; be reimbursed for state dues; and be eligible to win NSNA awards.
· State associations are required to submit all 2010 signed state board and annual meeting minutes.  NSNA must have all minutes before credentialing at convention.
· States must submit a completed and signed 2011 Official Application for Constituency Status.
· States are required to submit a current copy of their bylaws to NSNA.
