 ($1,000 cash award)
Open to current or immediate past state president.

The Isabel Hampton Robb Leadership Award, sponsored by Elsevier, proud publishers of Mosby and Saunders nursing titles, commemorates Saunders' first nursing author, Isabel Adams Hampton.  An organizer and visionary leader, Mrs. Robb is well known for her pioneering work in establishing nursing organizations which became the American Nurses Association, the National League for Nursing, and the International Council of Nursing.

The award will be presented to the current or immediate past student nurses' association state president whose leadership characteristics most resemble those of Isabel Hampton Robb.  The winner receives a $1,000 cash award plus a copy of the commemorative edition of the 1893 Hampton book.

The deadline for submissions to be received at NSNA is February 9, 2011.  The award winner will be announced at the Plenary Session, Friday, April 8, 2011 in Salt Lake City.

Did you know that you can invite an NSNA board member to attend your state convention? NSNA allocates a portion of its budget toward sending board members to state conventions. 

Use this form to request an NSNA representative to attend your state convention. 


Requests for field visits are reviewed by the NSNA Executive Committee and should be submitted at least 30 days prior to your meeting. Decisions are based on the availability of a board member, cost, location, and any other considerations mentioned in your request. Please keep in mind that NSNA may not be able to accommodate your request for a specific board member. Also, NSNA board members are expected to attend their own state conventions. States with a national board member should take advantage of the opportunity to invite this official representative from NSNA to bring greetings at the convention.
