You may submit these minutes electronically, with signatures of both the president and secretary, to nsna@nsna.org. We must have a full calendar year of your meeting minutes by delegate credentialing at Annual Convention in order for your organization to be eligible for constituency status. If your state organization does not hold a meeting in one or more months, simply let us know that you are not meeting and will not be submitting minutes. For more information, please see the State Association Meeting Minutes Submission Policy on the NSNA website. Also, please review the other requirements for constituency status to ensure your chapter is meeting them prior to Annual Convention.

As a reminder, NSNA does NOT require school chapters to submit meeting minutes. However, schools should check with their state organization to determine requirements for state constituency status. 
We also ask that you mail a copy of your state association’s 501(c)3 or (c)6 determination letter, tax filings and any other vital documents for future state board of directors to utilize to: National Student Nurses’ Association, Inc. 45 Main Street, Suite 606, Brooklyn, NY 11201.
