Organizations which are eligible to file Form 990-N (e-Postcard) can still do so; there is no penalty assessment for late filing the e-Postcard, but an organization that fails to file required e-Postcard (or information returns – Forms 990 or 990-EZ) for three consecutive years will automatically lose its tax exempt status.
