Tax Reminder! 
If your organization's fiscal year runs January to December, please remember to file your 990 tax forms by May 15th. As a more general reminder, your organization must file the correct 990 form by the 15th day of the fifth month following the close of your fiscal year. Filing these forms is critical as they allow you to maintain your status as a nonprofit organization. For assistance filing taxes, please consult NSNA's Nonprofit Status and Taxation Guide and 990 Tax Information. As always, feel free to contact me with any questions.

After receiving feedback from some state and school chapters, I would like to clarify a few points for eligibility criteria for the Finance Award. First, in the Awards and Honors Booklet, it enumerates the criteria that are considered for the award. However, I would like to reiterate that these criteria are all mandatory and must be met in some way in order to be eligible for the award. The awards booklet lists the number of points possible for each criterion; however, if one or more criteria are not met, your chapter will be ineligible for the award. I apologize for any confusion caused by the point system structure of the award.
